United States Service Academies

Acceptance at an Academy involves at least a nine-year obligation:  four years at the Academy and a minimum of five years in the U.S. Military Service.  

It is in your best interest to and strongly recommended that you request a nomination through all sources available to you:  Presidential, Vice Presidential, Senatorial, and Congressional.   If your father or mother served eight years in the military or was killed in action, you may be eligible for a Presidential or Vice Presidential nomination.  [Please contact the Service Academies Representatives for more information.]  

Eligibility Requirements

As of July 1st of the year of admission, applicants must be:  

· 17 years of age, but not yet 23

· A citizen of the United States

· Unmarried, not pregnant, and without any legal obligation to support a child or dependent

· A legal resident of Arkansas’s Second Congressional District

Nomination Procedures
(Nominations will be announced before the Academy nomination deadlines.)

To be considered for a nomination by Congressman Tim Griffin, each applicant must submit an Application

Packet to the Congressman’s Little Rock office on or before November 15th of the year prior to the intended year of admission.  Each packet must contain the following items:

· Application form (included in this packet)
· Extra-curricular Activities Worksheet (included in this packet)
· Nomination Board Questionnaire (included in this packet)
· Three (3) Letters of Recommendation:  One letter should be written by your High School Principal or Guidance Counselor.  The remaining two letters may be written by teachers, coaches, scout masters, clergy, or community leaders who can accurately comment on your character, ability, and potential for success at an Academy.  Letters should be sealed and submitted unopened with the application packet.
· SAT/ACT Scores:  Scores may be submitted with your official high school transcript.

You are encouraged to take the SAT or ACT exams “early and often” in order to improve your academic competitiveness.  Academies will accept the highest scores in each academic area, regardless of testing date.  
· Official High School Transcript:  Please include a copy of your senior class schedule.  
Senior grades may be submitted when available.  Counselors may fax or email grades for the senior year only, after the November 15th deadline.   
· Photograph:  The purpose of a photograph is to judge your military bearing.  The photograph should be at least 3” x 5” and taken within the last six months.  You should be standing straight, arms to the side, head erect, and feet pointed approximately 45 degrees to, and  approximately10’-15’ from the camera lens.  Heavy, scant, or loose fitting clothing is discouraged.  Your body should be visible from head to feet and fill most of the long axis of the photograph.  Photographs may not be edited and will not be returned.  
· Interviews may be scheduled in December after applications have been submitted.
